As part of our World War Two topic, we will be taking the children in Lupin and Foxglove class
to Beaumanor Hall in Leicestershire. Beaumanor Hall offers outdoor learning experiences and

To get the full experience we would like the children to dress up as evacuees. This does not
need to involve buying anything, here are some ideas to help. Please speak to your child’s class
teacher if you are having any difficulties with costumes and we will do our best to support. If
children would prefer not to dress up, they must wear school uniform.

Please ensure you are early to school on this day, as we need to depart by 9 o’clock, we will
not be able to wait for anyone arriving after that time. We hope to return to school in
time for the end of the day. You would be informed of any delays.

1st May 2026. Without parental contributions to the cost, we are unable to facilitate
this sort of trip, which is designed to enhance our curriculum and learning.
